Milton Keynes is conveniently located approximately 50 miles 
north-west of London and 70 miles from Birmingham. It has 
excellent travel connections, with easy access to key roads 
such as the M1 Motorway and the A5, and within reaching 
distance of Luton, Birmingham and London Heathrow 
airports.

Victoria House is only a 7 minute walk away from Milton 
Keynes Central station. The station provides regular services 
to London Euston (31 minutes) and Birmingham New Street 
(53 minutes).

Furthermore, Victoria House’s central location provides 
easy access to the rest of the city; it is within a short walking 
distance of key amenities, employment opportunities, leisure 
facilities and transport connections.
